2.1 Debarker Frame Mounting Holes

Align the debarker arm holes and the
holes in the saw head. Insert the bolts through the debarker mounting plate holes. Use
the lock nuts to secure in place. Route the debarker wire harness through the protective
conduit and next through the saw head hole and debarker arm.

1. Remove the front panel (leave wire connections) from the control box.

2. Using the back side of the front panel for a guideline, cut out holes in the front panel lexan
decal for the debarker switches. Install the provided toggle switches, on/off switch, nylon
washer, and rubber boot in place as shown.

3. Locate the two wire harnesses on the floor of the sawmill control box (one has two red
wires, the second has two red and two black wires).

4. Connect the two red wires from the first harness to the debarker on/off switch. Connect
the two black and the two red wires from the second harness to the debarker in/out toggle
switch as shown on the picture below.

NOTE: If the debarker arm movement direction is not

appropriate (for e.g. the arm moves out when the switch is
switched left), interchange the 21 and 22 wires connection.

2.5 Alignment

DANGER! Before performing any service to this equip-
ment, turn the key to the OFF (0) position and remove the
key. Failure to do so will result in serious injury or death.

Following adjustments are required for proper debarker operation:
m  The debarker blade should be centered with the sawmill blade.

m  The debarker blade should remain parallel to the sawmill blade throughout the
debarker’s range of motion.

1. Turn the key to ON and use the debarker in/out switch to move the debarker all the way
in. Turn the key to OFF (0) and remove the key. This will prevent the debarker from being
turned on while performing alignment procedures.

2. Clip the blade guide alignment tool to the sawmill blade. Make sure the tool lies flat on the
blade and does not contact a tooth that could cause it to angle.

3. Check the height of the debarker blade against the alignment tool. The bottom edge of
the tool should align with the center of the debarker blade.

To adjust the blade up or down, loosen the four blade motor mount bolts. Loosen the jam
nuts on the adjustment bolts. Turn the adjustment bolts clockwise to push the motor and
blade down. Turn the adjustment bolts counterclockwise and slide the motor up to raise
the motor and blade. Retighten the jam nuts on the adjustment bolt and four motor mount
bolts.

NOTE: If the adjusting range is insufficient, unscrew the
positioning bolts and change the adjustment assembly
position.

4. Insert the key and use the debarker in/out switch to move the debarker all the way out.
Turn the key to OFF (0) and remove the key.

5. Move the blade guide alignment tool on the sawmill blade and check the position of the
debarker blade against the tool. If the debarker blade is not centered with the tool, you will
need to adjust the debarker mount.

Loosen the four debarker mounting bolts and use a mallet to adjust the debarker arm
position. The mounting holes are oversized to allow small adjustments of the debarker.
Tilt the debarker mount until the debarker blade is centered on the tool. Recheck the
debarker blade with the debarker all the way in and all the way out.

When the debarker blade is centered on the tool in both positions, tighten the debarker
mounting bolts.

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SECTION 3 OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE
3.1 Locking Pin Operation

See Figure 3-1. The debarker is equipped with a locking pin located on the debarker arm.
Two hole locations are provided for the locking pin.

Before operating the debarker, make sure the locking pin is removed. Turn the key
switch to OFF (0) and remove the key. Pull the debarker out to relieve pressure on the
locking pin. Pull down split cotter. Remove the locking pin.

Before towing the sawmill, lock the debarker in the travel position. Turn the key switch
to OFF (0) and remove the key. Manually move the debarker arm to align the holes. Insert
the locking pin and secure with the split cotter.

3.2 Operation

The Debarker Option allows you to remove bark from logs before cutting.

DANGER! Make sure all guards and covers are in place
A and secured before operating the debarker option. Failure
to do so may result in serious injury.

DANGER! Keep all persons out of the path of moving
equipment when operating the debarker.

1. Use the in/out switch on the control box to pivot the debarker all the way out.

2. Move the sawmill saw head forward and pivot the debarker in until the front fence
engages with the end/side of the log. Continue to pivot the debarker in until the spring
arm is half loaded.

3. Turn the debarker on/off switch to ON (1).

4. Proceed with cutting. The spring will keep the debarker against the side of the log.

6. When done sawing and ready to store or transport the sawmill, place the debarker in its
travel position before towing the sawmill (See Section 3.1).
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3.3 Maintenance

DANGER! Before performing any service to this equip-
ment, turn the key to the OFF (0) position and remove the
key.

1. Periodically check the flexible guard. Adjust the guard up or down so the bottom is even
with the bottom of the debarker blade. Replace the guard as needed.

2. Periodically check the debarker blade. Align or replace as needed.

WARNING! Before replacing the debarker blade, move the
sawmill blade guide arm in front of the sawmill blade to
cover the blade teeth. Failure to do so may result in serious
injury or death.

To replace the debarker blade, remove the lower blade guard plate.

Place one wrench on the blade arbor, above the blade bearing. Place the other wrench
on the lower bolt and rotate counter-clockwise. Remove the bolt and washer. Remove the
blade and spacer. Reinstall the spacer with the new blade. Reinstall the bolt and washer
and turn clockwise to tighten. Reinstall the blade guard plate.

Unscrew the three mounting bolts. Remove the bushing and the blade. Reinstall the
bushing with the new blade. Reinstall the bolt and washer. Reinstall the blade guard
plate.

WARNING! Adjusting the belt and spring tension
A (described below) is very important. Failure to do it properly
will result in damage to the debarker blade motor.

3. Once a week check belt for tension and wear. Adjust or replace as necessary. To tighten
the belt, turn the key switch to OFF (0) and remove the key. Remove the belt guard and
loosen the four motor mount screws. Turn the adjustment nut clockwise to move the
motor out and tighten the belt. The belt should be tensioned to allow 6-7mm deflection
measured halfway between the pulleys with 2 kg force. Retighten the motor mount
screws and replace the belt guard.

4. Once a week and after each spring replacing, check the spring tension. Use the in/out
switch to pivot the debarker all the way in. Turn the key switch to OFF (0) and remove the
key. Pull the debarker arm. The spring should be tensioned to allow to move the debarker
arm halfway with 4,5 kg force. Adjust the spring tension if necessary.

5. Once a week check the braking time. The time from switching off the debarker blade till
the moment when the blade is completely stopped should be no longer than 10 seconds.

If this time is longer than 10 seconds, loosen the locking nut and turn right the braking pin
adjustment screw by 360°. Tighten the locking nut. Recheck the braking time.

If the braking pin is worn or the spring is damaged, it is necessary to replace it (See Sec-
tion 4.3 for part numbers).

To replace the braking pin and/or spring with a new one, dismount the blade guard.
Replace the safety pin and/or spring with a new one. Loosen the locking nut and turn the
adjustment screw left or right so that the braking pin protrudes about 8mm - see the figure
below.
